My husband and I married in December 1948.  No one had much money back then, so we had to 
stretch what little we had.  I donõt remember where I found it, but this recipe for òMock Apple 
Pieó made with Ritz crackers is very good. Unless someone tells you  

differently you will think it is a real apple pie! 
 

Place first pastry in pie plate; sprinkle Ritz crackers over crust.  In sauce 
pan, heat water, sugar, and cream of tarter to a boil over high heat.     

Simmer 15 minutes.  Add lemon juice and rind; cool.  Pour syrup over  

crackers.  Dot with butter and sprinkle with cinnamon.  Place second  

pastry over pie. Trim, seal and flute edges.  Slit top, and bake 30 - 35 
minutes at 425 F.   Cool completely before serving.
